We believe that the educational
process is the shared
responsibility of all members of
the school community.

Tuition

We follow the regular school calendar.
Tuition has been set for 35 weeks of
school. We divide these weeks into ten
equal payments, to be paid on the first
Wednesday of each school month.

We require a nonrefundable first
month tuition deposit in order to secure
your child's spot in our program. This
deposit will be applied to the first
month's tuition. Notification of
cancellation must be received by June
10™ in order to obtain a refund.

If applications exceed the number of
available spaces, we will hold a lottery
for the available spaces. Preferences
will be given to returning students and
to siblings of previously enrolled
students.
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Inclusive Education
for children
3-5 years of age

Our inclusive preschool programs
include both children with
specific learning needs and

children who have no identified
needs. Inclusive education seeks
to provide meaningful education
to the range of students in our
communities by drawing strength
from their diversity.

Our curriculum is based on the
Massachusetts Guidelines for
Preschool Learning Experiences.
We teach thematic units,
planned jointly by all preschool
staff, addressing social and
emotional skills, play skills, self
help skills, communication skills,
gross, fine and visual motor
skills, and cognitive skills.
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Program Options
for 3-5 year old children

We offer a variety of program options for
children, in order to meet the needs of each
family. Our programs are fully integrated,
and are staffed by one teacher and two
teaching assistants. In addition, we have a
speech and language pathologist and an
occupational therapist in our school that
often spend time in the classrooms working
with all of the students.

Our program has sessions for children who
are three by September 1, children who are
four by September 1, and children who are
five after September 1. We offer the
following program options:

For 3-5 year old children, mixed age classes

O Full day preschool, 4.5 days per week
($630.00 per month)

O Two morning sessions per week
($140.00 per month)

O Five afternoon sessions per week
($350.00 per month)

For 4-5 year old children
O Three afternoon sessions per week
($210.00 per month)

For 3 year old children
O Two morning sessions per week
($140.00 per month)
