STEP 1

REGISTER/PAY ON TOTAL REGISTRATION:
All AP Exam registrations and payments will be completed online via Total Registration. To

in with last year’s information.

STEP 2

REGISTER ON MY AP AT COLLEGE BOARD:

After registering for the exam on TR, students will receive a confirmation that includes a code for
each exam for which they have registered. THESE CODES ARE SPECIFIC TO YOUR
TEACHER AND THE PARTICULAR BLOCK YOU ARE IN. Students will need to use this code
to sign up for the College Board’s AP online classrooms for each class they are taking. Please
see the attached instruction sheet for more information.

COST:

The 2024 exam fees are $107 per exam. No exams will be ordered without payment - students
can pay online using a credit/debit card or can mail a check to Total Registration. Partial refunds
are available from November 15 - January 22 ($67). After January 23, all payments are
non-refundable. Students who qualify for Free/Reduced Lunch may receive a fee reduction
for the exam - please check the appropriate box during registration.

Any student who drops an AP course must notify the AP Coordinators in writing prior to November 15th, or
will be subject to a $40 fee imposed by CollegeBoard.
